Pre-Qualified Sanitation On-call Consultant Services Contract

Task Order Solicitation for Installation of the Ballona Creek Metals and Toxic
Pollutants Automatic Water Samplers- TOS-20

February 2010
1. Introduction

The LARWQCB approved the Ballona Creek Metals and Toxics Coordinated Monitoring
Plan (CMP) on December 17, 2008. The CMP requires that wet-weather monitoring be
conducted in order to assess compliance with Total Daily Maximum Load (TMDL) limits
for metals and toxic pollutants in Ballona Creek and Estuary. Wet-weather water quality
sampling will be conducted with automatic water samplers so that City of Los Angeles
employees will not be exposed to the potentially dangerous conditions along Ballona
Creek during storm events. Sampling is required to begin in the 2009-2010 wet-
weather season. The automated water samplers will collect flow-weighted composite
samples during storm events as required by the TMDLSs, should be remotely controlled
through telemetry, and be triggered to collect water samples through flow modules and
water level sensors.

The design of the five (5) ISCO automatic water samplers is scheduled to be completed
in January 2010. This TOS covers the site construction and installation of the samplers,
associated flow meters, and telemetry systems along Ballona Creek.

2. Scope of Services

The Bureau of Sanitation plans to utilize consultants for the site construction and
installation of five (5) automatic water samplers in Ballona Creek. Both autosampler
equipment and installation design drawings will be provided by the City of Los Angeles.
The consultant is expected to provide all necessary ancillary structures and equipment
required for installation. The consultant is also responsible to order the design drawing
specified security enclosures, and to ensure the equipment is safety secured within
these structures.

Task 1: Installation Services

Task 1.1 Installations

Install equipment at all selected monitoring locations, which may include multiple pieces
of sampling equipment at each location. Provide all ancillary equipment, tools and

structures necessary to install the samplers. Calibrate equipment so that it is
functioning within the manufacturer’'s recommended specifications. Ensure equipment



is secured within the selected enclosures to prevent theft and vandalism or loss during
storm events.

The samples taken by the samplers will be flow weighted composite samples based on
a 70 cubic feet per second (cfs) trigger at BC-1 (Sawtelle station). A proportional flow
trigger for the remaining stations, which takes into consideration rating tables, historical
flows, channel hydrographs and overall channel sectional geometry at each station,
should be developed and/or verified by the consultant. Equipment at each station
should be calibrated and tested so that it is functioning within the manufacturer’s
recommended specifications, and monitored to ensure the correct proportional flow
trigger was developed.

Task 1.2 Installation documentation

Modify installation drawings into as-built drawings after installation is complete, and
provide AutoCAD files to the City of Los Angeles. Provide supporting documentation
(including photographs) of installation of monitoring stations and equipment calibration.
Conduct a walkthrough of the installed sites with City of Los Angeles staff. Draft and
finalize a Technical Memorandum summarizing installation, inspection and
recommended field changes identified by BOS staff, as well as make any necessary
field changes identified by BOS staff. Provide supporting documentation for field supply
purchases.

3. Term of Engagement

The term of the engagement will be ONE YEAR with an optional one-year extension.

4. Project Cost Estimate

The cost ceiling estimated for this TOS is approximately $99,100.

« Resumes demonstrating that the candidate is capable of meeting the requirements
of the scope of work. Resumes shall include education and work experience history
with dates and references from past employers and/or organizations.

« Proposed Project Cost Worksheet estimated cost by tasks.

o Proposed Hourly Billing Rate Summary for the proposed candidate with all
respective direct and indirect costs, markups, expenses, overhead rates and profit.
Assume that the candidate will be supervised in the work by City staff. (Sample
Attached)

« MBE/WBE/OBE subcontractors utilized and the percent utilization (if applicable).

« Statement pertaining to the candidate’s availability.

7. Selection Criteria

The selection criteria include:

« Capability to provide the Scope of Services as demonstrated by the proposal.

« Capability to provide the Scope of Services as demonstrated by the interview.

« The value offered to the City considering cost in comparison to capabilities and
experience of the candidates.

« Expert knowledge, and work experience associated with design and installation of
automatic water samplers.

8. Anticipated MBE/WBE Participation Levels

The MBE/WBE anticipated participation levels are not required for TOS with cost ceiling
less than $100,000. However, the consultant is still encouraged to utilize
MBE/WBE/OBE sub-consultants wherever feasible.
